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Costume BALANCES are Due
As you return to class, you will receive blue sheets with your costume 
balances beyond the $40 deposit you've already paid listed on them.  

These balances are due by January 31st.  
If you had a fundrasier credit in your account, it has been applied to your 

balance and notated on your sheet.
A late fee of $5 will be placed on all outstanding costume balances 

as of February 15th.
If you do not receive a blue balance sheet for a costume, it is because your 
instructor is purchasing your costume locally and has not done so yet.  This 
means there is no balance due at this time.  You will receive a balance sheet 

once your instructor has purchased your costume.
KEEP YOUR BALANCE SHEETS EVEN AFTER YOU HAVE MADE PAYMENT.

This blue sheet tells you how your dancer's hair, make up, etc. should be 
worn with costume.  Keep the sheet and place it in the bag with your 

costume once it arrives.

Costumes should begin to arrive February to March.  They will be sent home 
as long as the balance is paid in full and no alterations are needed.

Bathroom	
 Etiquette
It has unfortunately become necessary to review some 
bathroom courtesy regarding the toilets in our womens' 

bathrooms.  We try very hard to keep this area clean, but in 
servicing near 300 families a week, it is a struggle to keep 
up with the messes that are being left.  Please review these 

items with your dancer(s) in an effort to make sure our 
bathroom stays as clean as possible.

1.  If you or your dancer clogs the toilet, please ask us for 
the plunger and help us unclog it.  Please do not leave it for 
someone else to discover.  Let your dancer know that if you 

are not there to help them unclog it, please tell us at the 
desk that it is clogged, and we will take care of it.

2.   To avoid clogs, flush smaller amounts of toilet paper at 
a time and more than once if necessary.  Please do not put 

ANY feminie products in the toilet.  There is a trash can 
provided in each stall for this purpose.

3.  If you find a mess in the bathroom that someone else 
left, please tell us immediately.  We do clean regularly but 
may not be aware that someone has made a mess at the 

beginning of the night until the end of the night.

4.  Please do not let young children use the bathroom 
unsupervised.  Please do not let your children spend time 

hanging out or playing in the bathroom.  Messes can be left 
unintensionally when this occurs.

With your cooperation, we hope to make our 
bathroom a cleaner place for all.

Winter Weather Advisory
Since there are many school snow days that are cleared up by 3PM, we DO 
NOT FOLLOW SCHOOL CLOSINGS FOR SNOW.  TDA will call it's own 
snow days only when roads are hazardous during dance class hours.  In the 
event of a snow day, all class members will be called, all students will be 
emailed, and a post will be put on our Facebook page.
